Pride Month arrives at a time of profound challenge, as
two-spirit, lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, queer,
intersex, and asexual (2SLGBTQIA+) communities across
the nation face an alarming surge in anti-trans legislation,
targeted violence, and coordinated efforts to roll back hard-
won civil rights, making it ever more vital to affirm the
City of Seattle’s unwavering commitment to safety,
dignity, and justice for all 2SLGBTQIA+ people; and

Seattle is home to some of the nation’s most active
individuals and organizations working to ensure the full
and equal recognition and protection of the fundamental
rights and liberties of transgender, lesbian, bisexual, gay,
two-spirit, non-binary, gender queer individuals, and their
families; and

the 2SLGBTQIA+ communities in Seattle, including queer
and trans Black, Indigenous, and other people of color,
disabled queer, queer immigrant, and many other diverse
members of these communities, are an integral and vibrant
part of the academic, economic, artistic, and social spheres
of Seattle; and

the month of June was designated Pride Month to
commemorate the Stonewall Riots, a series of
demonstrations led by black and brown trans women
occurring in June 1969, and generally recognized as the
catalyst of the U.S. 2SLGBTQIA+ civil rights movement;
